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Debit Card Issues 1
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Chalk Dust
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You should use your debit card as a CREDIT card. Yes, merchants try to coerce
you into using it as a debit card; but you don’t have to do that. If the equipment at the
cash register displays a prompt for your PIN, CANCEL the transaction and then
SIGN for the transaction. Merchants want you to use the card as a debit card because
they make more money on the interchange fees. If you, being the wise credit-union
member you are, use the card as a credit card, our credit union stands to earn more of
the interchange fees and we can keep the costs down.

Remember, it is a debit card; but think CREDIT union and use it AS a CREDIT
card! And USE YOUR PEN; NOT YOUR PIN! The use of your PIN for point-of-
sale transactions also increases the exposure of your card to scammers.

ATM FEES

Of course, when you use an ATM or need cash back during a point-of-sale trans-
action, you must furnish your PIN. AVOID machines where you are charged a fee.
Yes, our fee is $.50 for each use of your card when you use your PIN, but why pay an
additional $1 to $2.50 if you can avoid such fees? Remember too, that SHEETZ has
fee-free machines.

CHANGE OF ADDRESS

We obviously need to have your current address, but we have to change it with
our data processor for your debit card. An address you use that doesn’t match your
debit card file could cause a transaction to be rejected!

VACATION CARD USE

Your card is a tremendous asset for you while you vacation. You can access your
account from virtually anywhere in the world! BUT, you may have TROUBLE doing
that if you fail to plan. Before you leave, call 1-800-927-0395; Option 1, and furnish
your destination, dates of departure and return. You’ll also be leaving a cell or other
phone number where the card issuer can reach you with news of security issues.

CHECK YOUR STATEMENT!

We cannot stress enough the importance of checking every transaction on every
monthly statement you get! And, while your liability is generally limited, there is NO
LIMITATION ON YOUR LIABILITY if you do not furnish a TIMELY notification.
